The
home high school of each member of the LYAC Group is invited to submit up to
two (2) student world peace projects to represent the school, upon approval of
the principal.

4. Each student submitting an entry must submit a completed Entry Form and
Parental Permission Form. (see attached)

5. Three student entries will be selected from the exhibition and the selected
students will be invited to participate in the World Peace Day opening ceremony
on Sunday, October 2, 2011. The work of the selected students may be used for
promotional purposes for future World Peace Day events.
